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Earth Day – Revisited
This past Tuesday was International Earth Day.  I watched, for the first – but surely not the last – time “An Inconvenient Truth” with Al Gore.  It was an enlightening movie with its approach in relating something new we should know to something we already know:  man and his environment to tobacco and cancer.  Until Mr. Gore’s father saw irrefutable evidence of the link between how he earned his living (raising tobacco) and the death of his daughter, it was easier to continue doing what he had always done.  Only when he lost something very dear to him did he make a change and do the right thing.
We are the same.
I have been discussing International Earth Day with my students in the library week.  I began each discussion with these two questions:  “Which would you rather receive, something new or something broken?” and “When you borrow something from someone, should you return it in good condition or in a broken condition?”  Naturally, most students said they would prefer new gifts and expected items loaned to be returned in good condition.
I, as a teacher, and you, as parents, would not likely disagree with their responses.  So, why would we give to them an environment that we helped break to them?
I have encouraged the children to do their part in protecting our environment, as it belongs not just to them but to me, too.  Children, indeed you and I, can start teaching the next generation how to properly care for their environment.  They have been taught that water and wind help cool the environment in the natural world.
Some of the things they learned follow:  keeping air conditioning set at 25 degrees Celsius rather than as low as it will go; using fans to circulate air inside; consuming of water to keep themselves hydrated; closing of doors and windows when air conditioning is in use.  They were informed that as long as they politely remind others – even adults – about the closing of doors and windows, they would be helping to do their part in caring for our environment.  Please, embrace, these simple lessons learned and help your child replace bad environmental habits with positive ones.
Give to your child something for which proper care has been exercised, so that it is in the best condition possible.  As we have been doing the wrong things for a lot longer, it will not likely be easy for you and me to do the right things for our environment.  Encourage your child – and learn with your child.
Saving Plastic

That has to stop and I have an idea that can help.  I request parents to send their children or child with a bottle or a cup clearly stating his/her name.  Doing this will help save plastic.
